From 14th June 2014 he is working in the outpatient clinic of chronic pelvic pain and endometriosis at the A.O.U. “G. Martino” (University of Messina, Italy).
From October 2014 to June 2015 he developed an intensive training of gynaecological surgery in the Univerzitetni Klinični Center (Ljubljana, Slovenia): during this period he performed more than 80 laparoscopic procedures as first or second operator.
